While the 4,000 visitors and 200 exhibitors had diverse interests, a 

couple of big questions resonated at the Assima plc/Olas stand: 

How can technology be used to make better use of the knowledge 

of a company’s “subject matter experts” and “super users?”  

A throng of software suppliers had offerings that would attach all manner of twenty-four-seven 

unbelical portals to the SMEs, but few considered that these experts are often too busy and too 

valuable to take part in such a portal. One answer was that you make them available to trainees via 

email, and only after the trainee has completed the prescribed courseware. 

HR professionals and change managers wondered how they could use technologies 

to reduce the cost of training and compliance, without investing €50,000-to-

€100,000 in an industrial strength LMS.  

Apart from the multitudes of “products” that seemed no more than tarted-up bespoke applications. 

Adobe had a good solution around €14,000 a pop which also does webinars and video conferencing, 

and Mohive had what looked like a well thought-out development environmen.. Olas and its parent 

Assima plc had a rental pricing model for PowerLearn V2. PowerLearn is proven at 100 customer 

sites for the simplicity with which it converts PowerPoint slides into elearning, now includes the 

LCMS (Learning Content Management System) capabilities that Assima developed managing large-
